BAROLO DOCG BRICCO SAN PIETRO “VIGNA D'LA ROUL” (2016) - ROCCHE DEI MANZONI
Ruby with garnet reflections. Small red fruits, cherry, violet, sweet spices, tobacco, cocoa, tar, mineral notes. Warm, full, enveloping sip.
Elegant and pleasant tannic texture that integrates perfectly with a vibrant acidity. Persistent finish with fruity and pleasantly savoury
return. Maturation in barrique for about 36 months. Subsequent refinement in the bottle. ABV 14.5%

BAROLO DOCG “MONFALLETTO” (2019) - CORDERO DI MONTEZEMOLO
One of the most historical Barolo producers in Piemonte.
The texture of this wine is all velvet and matches well with the subtle richness and rather immediate appeal of the vintage.
Lots of pressed roses, creamy red berry and cherry.Constant floral tones oscillate between bright and darkish. Very smooth.
Perfect use of wood (the 'Monfalletto' gets 19-22 months in wood of different sizes, from barrique to 50HL botte). ABV 14.5%

BAROLO DOCG "ROCCHE" (2018) – ROCCHE DEI MANZONI
A staple in our list, aged for 36 months in small oak barrels, refined 6 months in egg-shaped unglazed cement and a further 6 months in the
bottle. Deep ruby red colour with a rich bouquet, persistent in the mouth with hints of violet. ABV 14%

BAROLO DOCG "CHIRLET" (2019) – SIMONE SCALETTA
Fresh and fruity perfumes of blueberry and violet and velvet notes of almond. Full, round and ripe with attractive development of blue and
black fruit flavours. bold structure with a warm and spicy finish. ABV 14.5%

BAROLO DOCG “CANNUBI” (2019) - FRANCESCO RINALDI E FIGLI
The 2019 Barolo Cannubi has a lovely spicy, almost exotic quality with tart cherry fruit and nicely balanced campfire ash, tar and licorice root.
The elegant nuances of Cannubi is presented with extra intensity and richness in the 2019 vintage. The finish has sweet fruit, silky tannins and
an open-knit approach. Aged in large oak casks for 36 months.

BAROLO DOCG “LAZZARITO RISERVA” (2016) - ETTORE GERMANO
The Ettore Germano 2016 Barolo Riserva Lazzarito is a true beauty with lovely fruit, dried cherry, plum, toasted spice, black tar and pressed
rose. The wine is just beginning to show some elegant evolution with licorice and campfire ash, and you feel extra smoothness on the finish.

BAROLO DOCG “BRUNATE” (2018) - PODERI ODDERO
Camphor, violet, oak-driven spice and woodland berry aromas shape the nose. Lithe and polished, the full-bodied palate offers ripe Morello
cherry, coconut, vanilla and star anise set against fine-grained tannins that leave a drying close.

ROSE’ IGT “FIVE ROSES” (2022) - LEONE DE CASTRIS
The Five Roses Anniversario was created for the first time by the De Castris estate in Puglia with the 1993 vintage, in the occasion of the 50th anniversary
of the Five Roses. Very interesting blend of Negroamaro and Malvasia. Nice and brilliant cherry-red colour, heady scent of blackberry, redcurrant and rose.
To the palate it is rich in fresh acidity, great structure and a fruity and persistent finish. ABV 12.5%

ROSE' "ROSACHIARA" (2021) – LA SCOLCA 
Mastered blend of the famous Cortese grapes with Pinot Noir, it has a round and soft taste with feelings of orange tree and canine rose.
The perfumes are soft but intense, with persistent notes of brushwood. ABV 12%
Bottle • £36  // 175ml • £10 

ROSE' "SINESPINA" (2020) – CASCINA MELOGNIS 
Ripe strawberry and slightly citrussy notes. Fresh and acidic to the palate, persistent, a beautiful blend of Piedmont grapes (Freisa, Pelaverga, Chatus,
Neretta Cuneese, Barbera). ABV 12%
Bottle • £36 // 175ml • £10
